Petaluma Transit — Jim Ryan reported that Petaluma is purchasing new buses for fixed
route service. The 6 new buses will be 30’ gasoline powered and hold 24 passengers.
Santa Rosa Transit — Dana Young reported that the Santa Rosa is in the process of
putting of a bid for paratransit service operations. This is the contract currently held by
Volunteer Wheels. Also, Santa Rosa is studying the possibility of applying some
restrictions to use of the taxi service. The program was started as a method to reduce
trip denials and is intended for use as overflow from regular paratransit.

Sonoma County Transit — Jim Wagner announced the extension of the County’s
contract with Volunteer Wheels. The County is purchasing new computer equipment
and software to improve scheduling and dispatch for VW.

Golden Gate Transit — The Bridge toll will be increased to $5 effective September 1,
2002. The Bridge District still needs additional revenue and welcomes all ideas. Service
reductions will be announced at the Board of Supervisors Chambers on August 2. More
information is available at www.goldengate.org.

C. SMART (Sonoma Marin Area Rail Transit) Report — With the passage of AB 2224 SMART will
become a transit district.

MTC - The Travelers Information number — now is 817-1717 has been replaced by 511 in most
locations in the Bay Area. Also, three advisory committees to MTC will meet in joint session in
August. The “New Freedom Initiative” is a federal program studying work related transportation
problems of disabled people.
