Ms. Wilford reported that the California Alliance for Jobs is circulating
petitions for an initiative to protect Prop42. This would prevent the



legislature and the Governor from raiding transportation dollars. The
Alliance is looking to put it on the ballot in November 2006.

Measure M — DISCUSSION/ACTION
A. Revenue/Expense Report through January 2005

Mr. Preston reported on the month to date revenues and expenditures in
the Measure M Cash Flow Report provided in the agenda packet.

B. Status of Cooperative Agreements with Project Sponsors

Mr. Preston reported on the status of Cooperative Funding Agreements
received to date.

Update on Caltrans Projects - DISCUSSION/ACTION

Mr. Preston reported that funding was received from CTC for the 12 to Steele
Project. Caltrans will be awarding the project in the next few weeks. The
majority of work is anticipated to start in the spring. A lot of the activity will affect
local traffic.

The Steele Lane Interchange is a separate project that has been awarded. The
contractor has asked for a temporary winter suspension. As soon as the
weather starts clearing up they will start that project. The first order of work is a
widening of Highway 101 on the west side, north of Steele Lane. Therefore they
can move traffic over a little to the west and remove a slight portion of the Steele
lane southbound lane so there is enough room to build the center section of the
new bridge.

Ms. Gause reported that staff has been meeting with the City of Santa Rosa and
Caltrans. Caltrans is currently developing a communication program identifying
responsible parties and how information will be distributed to Public Works, the
Public, and other groups. The Santa Rosa City Manager’s office is also working
on a Public Outreach program. Caltrans will be working with the Press Democrat
to have a designated spot in the paper for Public Outreach. Caltrans is also
working on an developing a web site that provides detour information to the
public.

Mr. Abbasi announced that the Santa Rosa Chamber of Commerce has
developed a workforce to work on Highway 101 public outreach program. The
workforce meeting will be held on Friday at noon and they expect Caltrans to
attend.

Mr. Preston reported that the City of Santa Rosa Traffic Engineer has conducted
extensive studies on what could be done to improve the timing City’s traffic
signals. Staff has also met with the County Administrator’s Office to discuss
different measures that can be done by some of the major employers. The SRJC
is talking about staggering work shifts to alleviate the amount of cars traveling
through the intersections at peak times.

Mr. Birdlebough inquired if the City Bus and the City of Santa Rosa Public Works
are talking about the possibility of bus queuing and jumper lanes, to allow the
buses to get through the intersections on schedule?
