WHEREAS, the cities and County of Sonoma are eligible for Transportation 
Development Act (TDA) Article 3 funds; and  

WHEREAS, the Metropolitan Transportation Commission has adopted Resolution No. 
875 establishing procedures and project evaluation criteria for these funds; and 

WHEREAS, the Sonoma County Transportation Authority requires the appointment of 
local bicycle advisory committees and has established the Countywide Bicycle and 
Pedestrian Advisory Committee with representatives from each jurisdiction in Sonoma 
County; and  

WHEREAS, City and County bicycle and pedestrian advisory committees have been 
appointed, have met and have reviewed bicycle and pedestrian projects submitted for 
TDA Article 3 funds and recommended them for consideration by the Countywide 
Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Committee; and  

WHEREAS, the Countywide Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Committee is required to 
recommend a TDA Article 3 project list to the Sonoma County Transportation Authority 
for their approval; and 

WHEREAS, the Countywide Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Committee finds these 
projects to be consistent with those requirements and criteria set forth for TDA Article 3 
projects by the SCTA; and 

WHEREAS, the Countywide Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Committee endorses the 
TDA Article 3 project list for Fiscal Year 2009/2010 attached as “Attachment A”;  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Sonoma County Transportation 
Authority does hereby find the projects attached hereto as “Attachment A” suitable for 
funding under TDA Article 3; 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Sonoma County Transportation Authority does 
hereby authorize the distribution of TDA Article 3 funds to the above projects and 
directs the Executive Director to submit these projects to the Metropolitan 
Transportation Commission for TDA Article 3 funding.

ISSUE: 
Shall the SCTA adopt the TDA/STA Coordinated Claim for FY 2009/2010 as recommended by the 
Transit Paratransit Coordinating Committee and Transit Technical Advisory Committee? 

BACKGROUND: 
Each year a Coordinated Claim for Transportation Development Act (TDA), State Transit 
Assistance (STA) funds and Measure M funds is developed by the jurisdictions of Sonoma County. 
These funds are the primary source of operating revenue for all of Sonoma County’s transit 
operators. Because the service areas of transit operators in Sonoma County cross jurisdictional 
boundaries, MTC requires that a Coordinated Claim for these funds be prepared and adopted 
annually by each jurisdiction in Sonoma County and by the Sonoma County Transportation 
Authority. 

The Coordinated Claim documents existing inter-jurisdictional funding agreements for transit 
services in Sonoma County as they relate to the distribution of TDA, STA and Measure M funds. 
The process of developing the Coordinated Claim each year is the primary mechanism for 
establishing contribution agreements for services provided by transit operators to local 
jurisdictions. 

The Coordinated Claim has been reviewed and approved by the Transit Technical Advisory 
Committee and the Transit Paratransit Coordinating Committee. 

Fiscal Year 2009/2010 Revenues: 
Transportation Development Act (TDA) Funds: TDA revenues are derived from sales tax receipts 
(one quarter of 1% of the state sales tax) and are, therefore, affected by changes in the economy. 
In FY 2009/2010 $18.50 million in TDA funds are projected to be disbursed in Sonoma County. 
This is the second year of decline in TDA funds.

State Transit Assistance (STA) Funds: State Transit Assistance Funds are allocated from three 
subcategories; (1) STA Population Formula Funds, (2) STA Regional Paratransit Funds, and (3) 
STA Revenue Based Funds. Each category has a slightly different set of requirements for its 
distribution. This funding source has been drastically reduced for this year and eliminated for the 
next five years as per the recently approved State Budget.

Measure M Funds: Measure M revenues are also derived from sales tax receipts (one quarter of 
1%) with bus transit receiving 10% of the incoming revenue. There is $1.78 million in Measure M 
funding distributed to transit operators in this Coordinated Claim.

Fiscal Year 2009/2010 Funding Coordination: 
In general, most jurisdictions provide TDA funding to Sonoma County Transit for a variety of 
contract transit services. For a complete listing of all contracted services, please refer to the 
Coordinated Claim. 

Based on a contribution formula established in FY 1996/1997, all Sonoma County entities 
contribute to Golden Gate Transit (GGT). Collectively, as required by MTC Resolution 2858, these 
contributions provide an amount equal to 25% of Sonoma County’s FY 2009/2010TDA funds. 

In an effort to fund complementary paratransit services required by the Americans with Disabilities 
Act (ADA) of 1990, each entity that contracts with Sonoma County Transit contributes an additional 
20% of their fixed-route contributions to support ADA required paratransit services. Currently, 
Sonoma County contracts with Volunteer Wheels, Petaluma contracts with Petaluma People 
Service Center and Santa Rosa contracts with MV Transportation to provide paratransit services 
within their respective service areas. 

TDA funds can also be used for non-transit purposes if MTC makes a finding that “all transit needs 
which are reasonable to meet are being met” in those jurisdictions claiming funds for other 
purposes. Recognizing the increased need for paratransit services and continuing unmet transit 
needs, the SCTA determined that use of TDA funds for non-transit purposes be phased out by 
2002 (Resolution 2001-008).  

REQUESTED ACTION; 
The SCTA should consider the enclosed FY2009/2010 Coordinated Claim for TDA, STA and 
Measure M Funds and adopt Resolution No. 2009-009.

Date: April 6, 2009 
 
 
 
Background:    
The Board has approved implementation of the Climate Protection Coordination Program 
in order to coordinate climate protection efforts county wide.  The initial effort will be to 
prepare a plan that will recommend opportunities for climate protection and best practices 
available for implementation by local government agencies.  The coordination effort will 
also strive to establish sustainable policies and practices for local government operations.  
Assistance to local agencies will be coordinated to help meet targets for GHG reduction 
and address the requirements of AB 32 and SB 375. 
 
Leveraging of external resources and partnering to amplify local resources to avoid 
unnecessary duplication and competition will help to achieve county wide goals for climate 
protection, promote environmental protection and community wide sustainability. 
 
It is critical that the project establish a standard methodology for measuring and tracking 
progress toward the program goals.  This can be measured through common indicators 
that have already been identified in community plans for GHG reduction and standards 
adopted by projects sponsored by other agencies like SCTA and SCWA. 
 
Public outreach, education and marketing efforts will be a component to involve the 
community and ensure their participation in GHG reduction projects.  This will involve 
coordination with non-profit agencies in a collaborative approach.  Annual reports to the 
member agencies and participants in the programs will enhance public participation and 
ensure the program leadership moves effectively toward the project goals.   
 
The Regional Climate Protection Coordination Plan will position Sonoma County’s local 
governmental entities to proactively and successfully address State and Federal climate 
protection initiatives and will include provisions that align with future AB32 mandates in the 
areas of energy conservation, renewable energy, efficient transportation, infrastructure 
planning and development, waste management and reduction, land use regulation, 
building code development and enforcement, and the promotion of employee and public 



involvement and action. The Plan would provide for efficient use of resources and improve 
opportunities to receive external funding for Sonoma County climate protection initiatives.   
 
 
Discussion:   
Several initiatives and projects have been actively pursued by the public agencies in 
Sonoma County to achieve the goals of climate protection.  Coordination of efforts 
informally exist and with the effort to create the Climate Protection Coordination Plan, 
more benefits are expected.  The following information is intended to describe activities 
that are most significant at this time. 
 
Climate Change Call for Projects:  The call for projects to all coordinating agencies 
(county, cities, SCWA, Ag Preservation & Open Space, Climate Protection Campaign) 
resulted in 150 possible projects with more additions possible.  Three cities have not 
submitted possible projects (Petaluma, Sebastopol and Cloverdale), but may in the future.    
The range of projects include energy and water conservation, air quality improvements 
through transportation programs, environmental protection, community outreach/education 
and renewable energy system production.  The funding needs for projects range from 
$10,000 to $8.2 million.  Many of the projects are “shovel ready” and can be into 
construction within 60 days.Staff is reviewing the project list to identify possible 
coordination of an application submittal to the DOE request for projects under the EECBG. 

Sonoma County Green Fleet Initiatives:  Nissan EV partnership with SCWA, county and 
cities.  Grant applications to be submitted to DOE and CEC for construction of electric 
charging stations (2009/10) and purchase of electric vehicles (2010/11). 

1) Green Fleet Policy  being prepared by county which could be adopted by all public 
agencies. 

2) Installation of 200 EV charging stations throughout the county 
3) Purchase of 4-6 hybrid medium heavy duty trucks 
4) Conversion of 20-25 hybrid vehicles to EV plug in hybrids 
5) Repowering of medium and heavy duty trucks to newer engine technology 
6) Expansion of “Slow Down Sonoma County” to all County Depts, cities and public. 

 

Energy Independence Project: Program officially launched March 25th for county 
residential and commercial building owners.  Unfortunately, city residents were not 
‘qualified’ prior to the program launch and city councils must approve administrative 
agreements with the county to allow city property owners to participate in the program.  
$45 million initially with an eventual $100 million to be committed by county for loans to 
property owners at 7% interest to be repaid through property tax system.  Numerous 
eligible property improvements for energy efficiency, conservation and renewable energy 
allowed with payback period up to 20 years depending upon the principal balance.  



Besides the ease of acquiring the financing, the benefit of debt financing being attached to 
the property while receiving the tax credit is a significant advantage to program borrowers. 

DOE Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grants (EECBG):  The RFP for this 
grant program was released in late March and will be a top priority for local agencies to 
prepare and submit their applications which can be submitted any time between now and 
June 25th for Sonoma County, Santa Rosa, Petaluma and Rohnert Park.  The smaller 
cities will have to wait until the California Energy Commission sends out an RFP for funds 
allocated from DOE through the states ($34M for CA).  The purpose of these funds is to 
reduce fossil fuel emissions, maximize benefits to communities, reduce energy use, 
improve energy efficiency, transportation and other sectors.  The entitlement allocations 
are: Sonoma County-$1,981,200, Santa Rosa-$1,509,500, Petaluma-$514,500, Rohnert 
Park-$164,100.  Also, the tribal governments are receiving the following: Dry Creek 
$61,000, Graton $57,000 and Cloverdale $36,700. 

All funds must be obligated within 18 months from award date and expended within 36 
months.  Grantees with entitlements (county & 3 large cities) must prepare an Energy 
Efficiency and Conservation Strategy (EECS) prior to expenditure of funds.  Awards under 
$250K may complete the strategy as part of their scope of work; awards under $2M may 
receive up to $250K to complete the EECS and initial approved activities. 

Staff has scheduled a meeting of the county and 3 large city representatives to discuss 
coordinating the submittal of one application and one EECS to minimize administrative 
time and expense.  It is conceivable that the EECS can be used as part of the overall 
Climate Protection Coordination Plan.  The EECS must address how progress will be 
measured by the proposed projects.  This is a critical part of the countywide coordination 
plan and would be included in the preparation of the EECS. 

The six smaller cities may begin to consider project possibilities in preparation for the 
eventual RFP from CEC.  It is likely that the total award to the smaller cities will be from 
$500,000 to $1M depending upon which cities submit applications and whether a formula 
is applied by CEC.  A meeting with the smaller cities will be held once the RFP is 
distributed. 

Retrofit Initiative – Climate Protection Campaign: The CPC has begun a discussion of 
how to achieve the energy efficiency goals in the Community Climate Action Plan (CCAP).  
Most of the buildings in Sonoma County (200,000+ residential and 30,000+ commercial) 
will need to be retrofitted to achieve the annual reduction goal of 168,000 tons of GHG.  
This will be a multi year effort to develop and implement the program.  The initiative will 
involve numerous stakeholders and multiple funding sources.  Bevilacqua Knight Inc. has 
a proposal before the CEC requesting that $50 M of the ARRA allocation be used for a 
local home energy retrofit and solar program that would provide 90% match to local 10% 
of EECBG funds for this purpose.  The CPC is working to develop a project site for large 



scale building retrofit such as a housing tract built in the 60s or 70s to bring multiple 
program and financial resources together for large scale retrofitting benefits. 

Sonoma County Water Agency:  The agency is studying a number of projects that could 
result in construction of additional energy sources.   

1) Feasibility studies for investigation of production of methane gas for use in fuel cells 
using dairy waste, use of pyrolysis to convert solid waste into usable energy, landfill 
gas powered energy production. 

2) Installation of geo-exchange heat pump HVAC system for SCWA building.  

3) Construction of bio-diesel plant in partnership with Santa Rosa 

4) Investigating the selling of carbon credits or renewable energy credits produced by 
existing solar and hydro projects. 

A Renewable Energy Secure Communities Grant (RESCO) application submitted to CEC 
for pilot project to develop and demonstrate hardware for three renewable energy 
technologies:  1) diary biogas. 2) wind, 3) solar.  The application will address technical 
integration solutions: 1) Integrated renewable resources mix, 2)Integration of RE electricity 
resources with efficiency measures or demand response.  This is a $2 million, three year 
project with a $1million request for grant funding.  PG&E has submitted a letter of support 
for this project which may result in placement of renewable energy plants in Sonoma 
county. 

Metropolitan Transportation Commission: Has prepared a draft ‘Bay Area Resource 
Guide’ that contains 45 strategies to reduce GHG in the Bay Area. 40% of the proposed 
reduction is in the transportation sector.  64% of the 40% of GHG is from cars & light 
trucks; 20% from ships & boats; 8% from heavy trucks.  The report is intended to promote 
discussion and coordination of Bay Area efforts to reduce GHG. 

Pacific Gas and Electric: Has announced their plan to develop up to 500 megawatts of 
solar power in the service area over the next 5 years - 250 MW to be constructed by 
PG&E and 250 MW to be built and owned by independent developers.  Approval from the 
PUC is expected later this year.  When the projects are operating, they are expected to 
generate power equivalent to serving 150,000 homes.  The project is targeting mid-sized 
projects from 1MW to 20MW.  Projects developed by independent parties would have a 
contract and pricing derived from PG&E’s own costs. 

Financing Opportunities for Energy Efficiency and Conservation Projects: Clean 
Renewable Energy Bonds (CREBS) - $2.4 Billion allowance for issuance subject to 
applications during 60 day window April/May/June. Qualified Energy Conservation Bonds - 
$3.2 Billion allowance for issuance; 30% can be loaned for private benefit projects.

Issue:
As part of developing the 2009 Measure M Strategic Plan, a cash flow model has been put 
together for programming purposes over for the next five years.  Measure M funds have 
been allocated to each Measure M program based on programming assumptions, cash
balances, expenditures, and projected sales tax revenues.  The cash flow model is 
presented for SCTA review and comment.    

Background:
The 2009 Strategic Plan cash flow model shows how Measure M funds are distributed to 
each of the  Measure M Hwy 101, Local Street Project (LSP), and Bike/Ped  programs based 
on programming of project assumptions over the next five years and how the projected 
yearly sales tax revenues are distributed to the Local Street Rehab (LSR), Local bus Transit 
(LBT), SMART, and Administration programs. The cash flow model reflects Hwy 101 
programming direction received from the Board at previous Board meetings and 
assumptions for LSP and Bike/Ped programming being brought to the Board at today’s 
meeting for review and comment.  Also included are the annual anticipated LSR, LBT, 
SMART, and Administration distributions.   

The cash flow projection model was provided by SCTA’s financial consultant, KNN, based on 
input from SCTA staff and project management consultants.  KNN’s latest sales tax revenue 
forecast was used to estimate revenues over the life of the tax measure.   

The cash flow model is still being refined and will be updated based on Board comments and 
input over programming.   

Policy Impacts:
None 

Fiscal Impacts:
For each year, the overall Measure M total program cash flow has an ending balance that is 
positive.  Deficits do occur with specific programs or projects within programs during some 
years.  Inter-program loans provide for the funds to cover deficits and the loans are re-paid 
over time with interest.  

Staff Recommendation:
Staff requests comments and direction from the Board for programming purposes.  
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
