Station Area Planning Grant Recommendations

Subject: Grants to the Sonoma Marin Area Rail Transit (SMART) corridor from
MTC’s Station Area Planning grant program ($1.8 million)

Background: The Station Area Planning program is intended to increase transit ridership
by creating complete communities, and encouraging an intensification of land
use near transit stations and high quality bus service.

The 2008 second-cycle Station Area Planning Call for Projects reserved $2.5
million for stations in the SMART corridor, anticipating voter approval of the
SMART project. The current call for projects was announced in July 2009,
with applications due August 31, 2009. Only jurisdictions with station areas
in the SMART corridor were eligible to apply. Staff received 6 applications
totaling $1.8 million. Staff convened an evaluation committee that included
representatives from SMART, congestion management agency staff, and
MTC and ABAG agency staff. Scores were based on the following criteria:
potential impact (30), current city policies (10), quality of proposed planning
process (25), local commitment (20), and commitment to implementation
(15). The panel recommends funding all six of the applicants. The attached
list includes the recommended funding allocation of $1.8 million for 6 grants.

Issues: (1) MTC’s Resolution 3434 Transit-Oriented Development (TOD) Policy
requires each transit expansion project to plan for a minimum number of
housing units along the corridor. The average number of units per station for
a commuter rail corridor, such as SMART, is 2,200 units. MTC’s on-call
TOD consultant recently submitted a report assessing the number of existing
and planned units along the SMART corridor, 24,000, which falls 6,800 units
short of the 30,800 required for the corridor per Resolution 3434. The
applications received propose planning for an additional 6,100 units, with
nearly half of that figure proposed for the northern Santa Rosa station area.

(2) Jurisdictions representing five stations along the corridor did not submit
applications. MTC will reserve the remaining $700,000 SMART Station
Area Planning funds for one year and will encourage these jurisdictions to
submit planning applications. Additional planning efforts can help to meet
the housing threshold for the corridor noted above. If applications are not
received by December 2010, these funds will return to the region for the
fourth cycle Station Area Planning call for projects.

Recommendation:  Refer the attached list of projects for the Second Cycle of Station Area
Planning Grants to the full Commission for approval.

Issue:
What schedule should the SCTA develop for the next CTP in order to provide input in the
RTP/SCS process?

Background:
In October 2009 the Board adopted the 2009 CTP. Generally the SCTA CTP update requires the

following series of steps in approximately this order:

Public outreach, review of goals, objectives and policies
Update on existing conditions

Review of project lists, financial projects

Development of model scenarios

CEQA review

Production and presentation

This process generally takes 18-24 months (though the 2009 CTP took over 36 months) and
allows for input and review by the public and local governments. Should SCTA decide to remain
ahead of the RTP cycle in order to provide adopted guidance and list of projects, SCTA will need to
complete the next CTP update before March 2013. An additional consideration is the MTC request
for a financially constrained list of projects by early 2011.

It is important to note that projects included in the RTP are generally large projects, of regional
significance and represent the vision of transportation projects for the next 25 years. In many
cases MTC will group many small projects into a single large category, for example 22247
Regional Bicycle Program ($1 billion) or 230700 Local Streets and Roads Maintenance ($3.57
billion). MTC has traditionally provided an overall projection of revenues, which limits the number of
projects that can be “committed”. The list of local projects in the RTP usually represents the core of
our local CTP list of projects. Many of these projects have been in previous versions of the RTP
because the funding amounts are large and require years to acquire.

See attachment A for the current list of 29 Sonoma County projects in the RTP.

If SCTA chooses to significantly revise the current list of projects in time for inclusion in the RTP
adoption, a new SCTA project list will be required by the end of 2010 and would require a much
abbreviated process. A conceptual project list has been created as Attachment B to show what a
$4B, 25 year list could look like as a starting point.

Policy Issues:
¢ What process should the SCTA use to update the 2009 CTP?
¢ Isthe current 2009 CTP project list acceptable for the RTP/SCS process?
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e |f arevised project list is desired what process should SCTA employ over the next twelve
months to achieve consensus on a new list?

Fiscal Issues:

The costs of updating the CTP project list or the full CTP will require staff time and the participation
of each public works department and transit provider or other project sponsors. The last CTP cost
over $700,000 including consultants, public outreach and CEQA compliance.

Recommendation
Staff has requested SCTA Board direction on this item and will have more information after

January 11.
